progress.

2.7 Regular purposeful practice of what Emerging Developing Secure

has previously been taught can help

consolidate material and help pupils

remember what they have learned.

2.8 Requiring pupils to retrieve Emerging Developing Secure

information from memory, and

spacing practice so that pupils revisit
ideas after a gap are also likely to
strengthen recall.

working closely with colleagues to
develop an understanding of likely

misconceptions is valuable.

3.5 Explicitly teaching pupils the Emerging Developing Secure

knowledge and skills they need to

succeed within particular subject
areas is beneficial.

3.6 In order for pupils to think critically, Emerging Developing Secure

they must have a secure

understanding of knowledge within the
subject area they are being asked to
think critically about.

3.7 In all subject areas, pupils learn new Emerging Developing Secure

ideas by linking those ideas to

existing knowledge, organising this
knowledge into increasingly complex
mental models (or “schemata”);
carefully sequencing teaching to

facilitate this process is important.

3.8 Pupils are likely to struggle to transfer Emerging Developing Secure

what has been learnt in one discipline

to a new or unfamiliar context.




3.9 To access the curriculum, early literacy

provides fundamental knowledge;
reading comprises two elements: word
reading and language comprehension;
systematic synthetic phonics is the
most effective approach for teaching

pupils to decode.

3.10 Every teacher can improve pupils’

literacy, including by explicitly teaching

reading, writing and oral language skills

specific to individual disciplines.
